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Top Netherlands Navy officer: India can
work with us to protectunderwater infra

New Delhi, May 15

THE NETHERLANDS and
Indiacancollaborate to protect
India's underwater infrastruc-
ture, such as cables and pipe-
lines, to enhance situational
awareness of seabed activities,
Major General (Royal Marines)
Rob De Wit, Deputy Com-
mander of the Royal Nether-
lands Navy, told The Indian Ex-
pressinaninterview.

He said both India and the
Netherlands are exploring
more opportunities for defence
cooperation, and the Nether-
lands is willing to share details
aboutunmanned systems with
India, asitis makingsignificant
investments in this area.

Major General De Wit wasin
Indiaas part of adelegation, in-
cluding Marisa Gerards, Am-
bassador of the Kingdom of the
Netherlands, along with the
visit of the Royal Netherlands
Navy Ship HNLMS De Ruyter

(F804),a De Zeven Provincién-
class frigate, in Kochi earlier
thismonth.

In December last year, De-
fence Minister Rajnath Singh
met the Netherlands Foreign
Minister David Van Weel when
aLetter of Intent on Defence
Cooperation was exchanged
Dbetween the two countries. A
statement issued by the Minis-
try of Defence then stated that
both countries intend to ex-
plore the possibilities of de-
fence cooperationinidentified
areas for the mutual benefit by
developing a Defence Indus-
trial Roadmap for technology
collaboration, co-production
and co-development of plat-
forms and equipment.

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, who is on a five-nation
trip, reached the Netherlands
on Friday after his UAE visit.

Major General De Wit said
that wars nowadays are being
fought from a great distance
and at the same time using un-

manned systems. “And you see
it quite a lot in the air, but also
inthe maritime domain, we see
the surface unmanned systems
and also underwater un-
manned systems and seabed
unmanned systems. So, the fu-
ture of warfare, as well, at sea,
in the air, and then on land, is
with unmanned systems,” he
said.

He said one of the main

thingsthe Netherlandsis doing
now is to invest in all those un-
manned systems, especially
within the Navy. “..that might
be beneficial for India, that's
something we havetooffer,” he
said.

He further said that both
sides can exchange informa-
tion to protect critical under-
water infrastructure, such as
cables and pipelines.

“It's coming into your
country, but it's going in from
the seaand the ocean, and you
donotalways knowwhat's hap-
pening over there, so you have
to build up situational aware-
ness and situational under-
standing of what's happening
onthe seabed,” he said.

Respondingto questionson
expanding cooperation in de-
fence between the Netherlands
and India, he said that for the
Letter of Intent on defence,
there are multiple opportun-
ities for cooperation. “And one
of thethingsisthat we are going

to plan on the Joint Staff talks
andtoexplore further where we
can do more things together,”
he said, adding that India is
quite good when it comes to
certain trainings, including
good simulators, and at the
same time, the Netherlands
alsohas several thingsto offer.

“And the same goes for the
other way around, for India,
when it comes to all the sea
lines of communication. So, we
like to have them open.”

“We are in constant com-
petition... Sothat's not howitis
for India, but especially for the
Netherlands, that's a new real-

volatile situation at the Strait of
Hormuz, Major General De Wit
said the Netherlands is a mari-
time trading nation, so it's im-
portant to keep the sea lines of
communication open.

He said that is why the
Dutch government decided to
have a naval ship every two
years in the Indo-Pacific as
well. “Because there are quite a
lot of sea lines of communica-
tion here that are important,
not only for this region, but it
hasaninfluence onthe Nether-
lands as well, for our economy,
stability and prosperity.”

In 2022, the Netherlands
Navy had itsfirst frigatein India
as part of the Indo-Pacific de-
ployment, and the first port call
was in Mumbai.

As part of the ongoing en-
gagements with the Indian
Navy, there has been aninsight
into how both countries train
their personnel on their ships.
“We will most likely use the
Joint Staff talks to come to
more concrete plans for the
near future. For now, I think it
wasfruitful discussions, and we
see alot of opportunities,” he
said.

Bengal signs pact with Centre
toimplement PM-SHRI scheme

THE BJP government in West
Bengal signed an agreement
with the Centre on Friday toim-
plement the PM-SHRI schools
scheme in the state.

‘Whilethe Centre’s PM-SHRI
schools scheme —meant to up-
grade existing schools into
exemplar ones that showcase
the implementation of the Na-
tional Education Policy (NEP)
2020 - was approved in 2022,
‘West Bengal, Tamil Nadu and
Kerala had refused to imple-
mentit.

With the recent polls in
these states bringing in new
governments, the Education

Ministry had written to the
Chief Secretaries of all three
stateslast week, making a fresh
attempt at prompting them to
sign the MoU with the Centre.

‘With West Bengal signing
the MoU, Tamil Nadu and Ke-
rala remain the only states
which are yet to do so.

The Education Ministry
had linked the release of Sama-

gra Shiksha funds for school
education to the implementa-
tion of the PM-SHRI schools
scheme. Since the three states
had not implemented the PM-
SHRIscheme, they have either
notreceived or received only in
partthe Centre’s share of Sama-
gra Shiksha funds owed to
them from 2023-24.

While West Bengal under
the TMC had objected to the
‘PM-SHRI' prefixbeing applied
toschools despite the state gov-
ernment having to shoulder
part of the scheme cost, Kerala
and Tamil Nadu had refused to
sign the MoU on the grounds
that the agreement specifies
that the state will implement
the NEPinits entirety.
