IN a significant breakthrough, 
Harugeri Police in Belagavi 
district have traced a man who 
had been missing since 2020 by 
leveraging the advanced NAT-
GRID (National Intelligence 
Grid) technology.

The missing person, Abdul-
gani Gaus Pendari alias Jama-
dar (41), a farmer and resident 
of  Hirehalli Tota in Harugeri, 
Raibag taluk, had reportedly 
left his home without inform-
ing anyone on January 19, 2020, 
at around 8 am. He had quar-
relled with wife for petty rea-
sons. When efforts by family 
members to locate him failed, 
his mother, Hayatabi Gaus Pen-
dari (65), lodged a missing per-
son complaint at Harugeri Po-
lice Station on March 18, 2020. 
Based on her complaint, a case 
was registered and investiga-
tion started.

Despite extensive efforts dur-

ing the initial investigation, po-
lice were unable to trace the 
missing man, and the case was 
eventually closed as an un-
traced missing person case. Re-
cently, Harugeri Police revisit-
ed the case and employed the 
sophisticated NATGRID plat-
form, which enabled them to 

accurately identify the missing 
person’s location in Anand, 
Gujarat.

Acting on the intelligence 
gathered, a police team led by 
PSI Malappa Poojari, under the 
guidance of  Belagavi Superin-
tendent of  Police K. Ramrajan 
(IPS), Additional SP R.B. Ba-
sargi, Athani Sub-Division 
DySP Prashant Munnolli, and 
Harugeri Circle Inspector Ra-
tankumar Jiragyal, travelled to 
Gujarat. The team, including 
police personnel S.A. Bevanur,
successfully located and se-
cured the missing individual.

The successful tracing of  a 
person who had remained miss-
ing for more than six years 
highlights the growing role of  
technology in modern policing. 
Senior police officers have com-
mended the efforts of  the 
Harugeri Police Station staff  
for solving the long-pending 
case through the effective use 
of  advanced digital intelligence 
tools.
